	What is the proposed development: This proposal is to create a distillery to distill spirits on site, using an alembic pot still, producing Brandy for sale to the public. During this process oak barrels will be used to mature the product creating a unique range of produce synonymous with the wines of the Mudgee region. 
	signage disabled access and facilities seating capacity tree or vegetation removal: A colorbond shed colourered Woodland Grey in keeping with the local environment, already on site, will be used to house the production and storage for the distillery. Entry to the venue will be at ground level and if required will be appropriate for disabled access.
The shed has a floor space of approximately 74m^2 with an existing toilet and bathroom facilities occupying 9m^2 of internal space. There is area for a kitchen with cleaning facilities should it be required for the service of food in the future. 
The distillery will only occupy a section of the shed's internal space to be sectioned into areas appropriate for distillation, production and blending, storage and maturation, and will occupy an space of no more than 40m^2, being of dimensions 7.24m x 5.53m. 
No vegetation will need to be disturbed as all existing infrastructure will accommodate the proposed development.
	What is the area of the site: Set on a holding of over 10 hectares, with the distillery at 40m^2, in a 74m^2 shed.
	slope and vegetation existing services: Existing rural colorbond shed (74m^2) comprising of an internal fit out of kitchen, bathroom and Distillery area (40m^2).
Set on the edge of a bushland habitat at the end of a ridge line, sloping away on either side to farming land. The land is zoned large lot rural residential appropriate for home industries. 
The shed, set 50m behind the main dwelling, at its closest is 89m to the nearest fence line and approximately in the middle of the 10 hectare property. The distillery will be serviced by a 300m driveway that comes past the main residence. 
Existing services that the distillery will make use of will include storm water, drinking water and wastewater (septic).

	stormwater and other amenity impacts: Adjoining land is used for residential and farming purposes and the distillery will have minimal impact on neighbours. There is no direct visual line of sight to the distillery from any of the adjoining houses. Signage will be limited to a business identification sigh at the entry of the property. As the distillery produces no noise there will be no impact on the neighbours in this regard either. 
The distillery will not interfere with the amenity of the neighbourhood because it will not produce any noticeable emissions relating to noise, vibration, smell, fumes, smoke, vapour, dust or waste water. It will not noticeably increase vehicle movements along Pipeclay Lane.

	Provide details of proposed sewage management: Management of sewage waste will be through existing septic infrastructure.
	Describe in detail the proposed business activity: Hillgrove Distillery Pty Ltd will be engaged in distilling, clarifying, flavouring, blending and aging alcohol to make potable spirits. Activities include the distillation and sale of spirits (primarily through local farmers markets and trade shows as well as online sales). This requires taking delivery of stock and resources, running the still to extract the product (ethyl alcohol) followed by blending, maturation and storage. At this stage, cellar door and distillery tours will not be part of the experience.
Hillgrove Distillery Pty Ltd will be a boutique distillery producing high-quality Brandy products from grape wine as its main line and long term products. In the initial phases of operation, production of spirits will be produced and marketed as schnapps coming from various starting inputs including apple, pear and honey. Long term production will see the use of local wine being the primary input to the still. Marketing of our products is unique due to the local nature of its sourced ingredients from Mudgee and surrounds. This will establish Hillgrove Distillery as working in the niche market of farm-to-bottle with an emphasis on simple but sophisticated.

	What are the existing and proposed fire safety measures for the building: Proposed fire measures include clearly marked and appropriately illuminated fire exists with fire extinguishers (class ABE) at each. Fire hose externally mounted to the building. Installed manual alarm system in the event of controlled or uncontrolled fire. Specific emergency training to all personnel. Fire and emergency induction will be required by anyone wishing to access the site during operational hours. Emergency evacuation point to be at the entrance to the property, on Pipeclay lane.
	Is legal eg Right of Way vehicular access available from the street to the site What are the site distances left and right What is the speed limit: Legal right of way to the property and distillery will be from Pipeclay Lane. From the entrance to the parking area for the distillery will be approximately 300 meters of all weather road/driveway.
	Expected vehicle types associated with the proposal: Passenger vehicles.

	Location of car parking spaces provided: Parking area will be located adjacent to the distillery.
	truck movements: Deliveries will only be small in volume/size and it will be expected that packages and deliveries will arrive at depot locations within the town limits for pick-up by the owner or representative. This will limit truck movements to a minimum and only on rare occasions such as the delivery of the still, or of bulk delivery of bottles. Wine resources will be delivered by 1000L shuttles contained on a domestic trailer towed by a motor vehicle.
	List machinery associated with the proposed business  activity: A 300 liter copper still will be the main working component of the operations with ancillary equipment being a fermenter, maturation barrels and small scale packaging equipment. A  manual pallet lifter will be required for barrel movements.
	List the type and quantity of raw materials finished products and waste materials: Raw materials include wine and fruit juice to be fermented and total volumes will be in the order of 10,000-15,000 L annually. This will equate to 1 to 2 productions runs each month of about 20 hours each, spread over several days. Wastes will be minimised by turning them into products wherever possible. Production will be in the range of 1000 - 5000 bottles per year (depending on size of the products) in the form of Brandy and Schnapps.
