The existing building already has a small office, toilet, pet food storage room and animal cage partitions. Water is feed to the building through the potable town water supply via a 10,000 Ltr. Poly tank. There is a instantaneous gas hot water system. The building has mains power connected.
The new extension would consist of a 7000x12,000mm Colorbond shed, with a roof line and colors to meet the existing dwelling, (main color Monument with Manor Red flashings) an internal steel frame lined office, reception area and kitchenette for the Rangers to work from.
The site has been moderately cleared ready for the new building
The Existing internal fence line will be adjusted to accommodate the new extension in consultation with the Waste Manager
	What is the area of the site:  Total Waste facility site area = 328800m2.
