Construction of machinery farm shed/storage shed/home workshop.

Propose to build a 24m x 18m 'Best Sheds' Shed. Included in the 24m x 18m is a 24m x 6m
lean-to. Total shed floor plan including lean-to = 432 square meters. The sheds main purpose
will be for storage of farm machinery (ie tractors and other agricultural machines) tools, cars,
caravan and boat.There is no other storage available on site.

The shed will be built on a RU1 property totaling 243 acres.
Made from corrugated "colorbond" cladded steel sheets, colour MIST GREEN.
All rain water to be collected by 2 x 25,000L water tanks plumbed to side of shed.

Tree removal required of 5 gum trees - 2 are dead/dying.

Site is located approx 17m from existing main residence. Site is slightly undulating from the main
residence. Excavation will be required. As there is a small hill where the shed will go, no cut and fill
required as just a flattening on the site and removal of small hill required.

There are a number of small trees requiring removal. 2 x what appear to be non-natives. 5 x gums approx
8m talls and 30cm diameter. 2 of these gum trees are dead/dying.

2 x smaller gum trees approx 1.2m tall will be removed and replanted.
For every tree removed, we will be planting 5 in its place.

We have 10s of thousands of trees on our property. | don't believe there would be an issue with the
removal of required trees.

A garden shed is also present, which will be removed.
